a) Negative Coggins required within calendar year. Original 
required on show day. Send copy with pre-registration. 

b) A horse may enter more than one halter class. 
c) All riders regardless of age, are required to wear equine hard 

hats (SEI), with harness fastened, when mounted. 
d) Please treat all animals humanely and with dignity, respect 
        and compassion. Mistreatment will be dealt with. 
e) Riders in RESTRICTED walk/trot classes may only enter W/T 

classes (27, 29, 38, 57, 58, 61, 69, 72, 81, B, D, E, K, L). You 
may enter any halter & showmanship classes. For all other W/T 
classes you may cross enter W/T/C (Trail, Jr. Horse, Patterns). 

f) Horseless Horse Groom (HHG) & 1ST yr. member classes open 
only to registered 4-H HHG & 1st yr. H&P project members. 
ALL AGES. You may not cross-enter any other classes.  

g) Any animal 56” and under may be shown in either horse 
classes or pony classes. But if pony, may not cross enter into 
age classes when pony class is offered. 

h) Stallions must be handled by exhibitors 19 years and older as  
       of January 1, 2010. 
i) The Tissadi Versatility Class is open to Sheboygan County 
       4-H youth only. Please see handbook for specific rules.  
j) High point awards will be presented Saturday and Sunday in 

each age category for horse/rider combination accumulating  
        the most points. $1.00 per high point. Sign up by 10:00am  
        day of show. Category/age as of January 1, 2010:
